 Share any concerns or complaints about any aspect of the club through the
approved channels.

 Use correct and proper language at all times.

 Never punish or belittle a child for poor performance or making mistakes.

 Always collect your child promptly at the end of a session.

 Support your child’s involvement and help them to enjoy their sport.
